Inspections 
Inspections are undertaken as part of the process for monitoring compliance with: 
The conditions attached by ONR to the nuclear site licence granted under the Nuclear Installations Act 1965 (NIA65) (as amended); 
The Energy Act 2013;
The Health and Safety at Work etc Act 1974 (HSWA74);  
Regulations made under HSWA74, for example the Ionising Radiations Regulations 2017 (IRR17) and the Management of Health and Safety at Work Regulations 1999 (MHSWR99);
The Fire (Scotland) Act 2005; 
The Nuclear Industries Security Regulations (NISR) 2003; and
The Nuclear Safeguards (EU Exit) Regulations 2019 (NSR19).  
The inspections entail monitoring the licensee’s actions on the site in relation to incidents, operations, maintenance, projects, modifications, safety case changes and any other matters that may affect safety. The licensee is required to make and implement adequate arrangements under the conditions attached to the licence in order to ensure legal compliance. Inspections seek to judge both the adequacy of these arrangements and their implementation.
In this period, routine inspections of (Hunterston A) covered the following: 
Wet Intermediate Level Waste Recovery and Encapsulation Plant (WILWREP) Active Commissioning.  
WILWREP Active Commissioning – On 30 May 2023 the site inspector carried out an inspection of the proposed WILWREP active commissioning operations. The focus was on the operator training and the control and supervision of operations. There has been a delay to the commencement of active commissioning. However, ONR was satisfied that the project is basing the training and control and supervision on similar operations utilising experienced team members. Consequently ONR was satisifed with the arrangements..

Other Work
The site inspector held a periodic meeting with safety representatives, to support their function of representing employees and receiving information on matters affecting their health, safety and welfare at work.

ONR may issue formal documents to ensure compliance with regulatory requirements. Under nuclear site licence conditions, ONR issues regulatory documents, which either permit an activity or require some form of action to be taken; these are usually collectively termed ‘Licence Instruments’ (LIs) but can take other forms. In addition, inspectors may take a range of enforcement actions, to include issuing an enforcement notice. 
No LIs, enforcement notices or enforcement letters were issued during this period.
